We are currently using scientifically research based Language Arts and Math programs that are aligned to the State Standards and use best practice teaching techniques.  In addition, we have implemented a character education curriculum that focuses on four guiding principles. All of these changes have resulted in greater academic and social achievement and as a result Basin Elementary met its AYP goals in all areas on the Spring 2008 ISATs.
