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A Welcome from the Basin District

Dear Basin Stakeholders: 

Despite the challenges our district faced last year, our students continued to show strong academic growth. Once 

again, they made AYP (Adequate Yearly Progress) on the ISAT as a district, in both schools and in all subgroups. 

That’s four years in a row and five out of the last six. Our results are as follows: 

                             Target                   District 

Reading                85.6%                    93.6% 

Math                     83.0%                    90.3% 

Language              75.1%                    81.6% 

 

Additionally, more of our students are scoring in the advanced category which is particularly noteworthy. Finally, 29 

out of 30 seniors successfully completed all of their coursework on time and took part in our graduation ceremony last 

May. Collectively, they earned $95,930.00 in scholarship money for the first year, with many of those being renewa-

ble for up to four years. We are very proud of the accomplishments of our students and we will continue to push them 

(as they do us!) to greater levels of success. 

 

We are also moving forward in other areas, but particularly in regards to buildings and grounds. Thanks to your 

support of the plant facilities levy a few years back, we continue to improve the health, safety and efficiency of our 

campus. Because of its age, the elementary building has seen significant upgrades and will again this upcoming 

school year. We have also made several changes to the buildings to make them more efficient and reduce energy 

costs. You can read more specific information about these changes in the pages that follow. 

 

Another item I would like to mention is that after twelve years of frustratingly slow progress, the district was finally 

granted a 25 year lease with the option to purchase 87.5 acres from the BLM. The land is adjacent to the football field 

and the plan is to eventually use it as an outdoor educational/recreational facility. The rent is $175.00 per year and 

once “substantial” improvements have been made, the land can be purchased outright for $875.00. Once we get clear 

guidance on what “substantial” means, the district will move to make those improvements as soon as it is economical-

ly feasible. I will keep you posted (there will be a dedicated page on our website to keep you informed). 

 

Finally, I would like to express my gratitude for the incredible staff we have here at Basin. We have always had 

fantastic students, but in my 22 years in the district I cannot recall a time when we had a more dedicated, passionate 

group of professionals. This is particularly admirable given the fact that with fewer staff members, everyone has to 

wear more hats. To get an idea of just what they do, I encourage you to check out the staff highlights on the district’s 

website. 

 

As I look forward to another year, I encourage you to join us in any way you can whether that is through attending 

activities, participating in fundraisers or observing classrooms. Doing so builds community, improves communication 

and more importantly, is a tremendous benefit to our students.

Immunizations 
 

The legislature passed a bill (I.C. 39-4801) requiring the immunization of all school children.  The 

following chart is one recommended schedule for accomplishing the desired immunizations. The 

school requires documentation of your child's immunization record at the time of registration. 
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Current rules and regulations regarding immunizations:  

The parent or guardian of any child who is attending any public, private, or parochial school in 

Idaho must comply with the provisions contained in the Chapter noted below:  

Evidence of Immunization Status                                                                   

Within the deadlines in Manual Section 2-15101, a parent, custodian or legal guardian of each 

child must present one of the following to school authorities:  

1. Proof of Immunization - an immunization certification statement signed by a physician 

or a physician's representative stating the type, number and dates of immunizations re-

ceived. 

2. Exemptions to Immunization Requirement:       Please call the school for more informa-

tion.   

If your child has not already received measles, mumps and rubella immunizations, they are 

needed. All children born after November 21, 1991 must have their HEP B immunizations com-

pleted to enroll in school.

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Basin School District Child Find 

Child Find is a service of the Idaho State Department of Education and Basin School District 72.  

Child Find helps us find children between 3 and 21 years of age who may have individual needs 

resulting from disabilities or developmental delays.  Child Find helps determine what kind of 

educational services would best meet his or her needs.  These children may have difficulty walk-

ing, talking, hearing, learning, or may have behavioral problems.   
 

Children that are referred to Child Find may be entitled to Special Education and related services.  

Early identification is critical for long term success.  Children referred to Child Find will receive 

screenings and/or evaluations to determine if he/she is eligible for services. Screenings and evalu-

ations can include:  vision, hearing, speech, language development, gross motor skills (sitting, 

walking, etc.), fine motor development (picking up toys, holding a spoon), cognitive development 

(thinking, problem solving, etc.), academic achievement, and adaptive behavior.   
 

If you think that your child may benefit from Special Education or other related services, contact 

Beth Woodruff at 392-4183 EXT 261.  Students who attend private school or who are home-

schooled may also be eligible for some services from Basin School District.  Call Idaho Care Line at 

1-800-926-2588 if you have a child younger than three years old that may benefit from early 

intervention.

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Highly Able Program 

Basin School District recognizes that students with identified gifts and talents may require diffe-

rentiated instruction and opportunities.  Administrators and staff will work together to ensure 

that the educational needs of highly able students are met in the regular classroom or through 

flexible scheduling options. 

Definition of Highly Able: 

A gifted and/or talented child, or highly able person, is one who displays superior ability in 

mastering skills and concepts in one or more talent areas and who needs/desires educational 

experiences not ordinarily offered in the regular school curriculum.  If you believe that your child 

may be eligible for these services, talk with your child’s teacher and administrator.

The teachers, parents and students at Basin Elementary all work together as a community of 

learners to provide the best education possible for all students.

Prime Time for Kids  

Prime Time for Kids is an after school program for students in first through sixth grade.  Students 

choose to attend either a Tuesday or Wednesday session each week.   Best practice program, 

Positive Action, teaches students about drug prevention as well as character education. A snack 

and drink are provided. There are a total of twenty-five sessions throughout the school year.  

Prime Time for Kids offers tutoring, mentoring, educational computer games, recreational and art 

activities.   For additional information and to sign up look for a flyer this fall.  
 

Athletics 

Sixth grade students may have the opportunity to participate on the Idaho City Middle School 

athletic teams, if there are positions available. This may vary year to year and sport to sport.  If 

your child is interested in playing on a middle school sports team, see page 18 and contact the 

high school. 
 

After School Tutoring 

After school tutoring opportunities are offered to students at various times throughout the year 

depending on grant availability.  Usually, tutoring begins in November and is offered two days 

per week.  More information will be sent out in the fall.       

 

Jumpstart Preschool Program 

JumpStart Preschool is open to children in the district who are four years old by September 1, 

2011, to five year olds who do not meet the deadline for entering kindergarten, and to three year 

olds who have special needs such as developmental, cognitive, speech or language delays. If you 

believe your child may have a developmental delay, please contact Basin Elementary and speak to 

the Special Education Director or teacher.  JumpStart Preschool will be in session two full days per 

week starting the week of September 12th.  The district will be providing free breakfasts for all 

students.   You may purchase hot lunch for your child or send a cold lunch.  Free and reduced hot 

lunch is available for those families who qualify.  The district provides transportation to and from 

school for those students who live in outlying areas of the district. 

This year the fee will increase but will still be significantly less than private preschool rates.  

Billing will occur monthly and be $150 per month.  The fee is based on a typical four week month.  

We recognize that some months are shorter and others are longer.  However, this gives parents a 

consistent amount to budget for each month and will simplify the billing process.  Fees will be 

waived for students who have developmental delays and qualify for Special Education.  Addi-
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tionally, we hope to have some full and partial scholarships available for general education 

students.  We are seeking ideas for outside financial support for the program.  If you have sugges-

tions, please do not hesitate in sharing them with us.   

We take great pride in our preschool program and the fact that we are one of the few Idaho school 

districts offering universal preschool to all of our district four year olds.  We appreciate your 

patience as we move forward in our plans to sustain the program and we encourage you to share 

any ideas that you have in helping us develop additional funding sources.   We are very eager to 

meet your children and welcome them into the Basin Elementary family!  Please feel free to 

contact us if you have further questions or ideas. 

The preschool classroom is located at 109 Placer Street.  The entrance to the preschool is the door 

on the high school parking lot side of the house.  For more information, call Basin Elementary at 

392-6631.
